DEADLINE: All Disney’s Sports Waiver Forms and one (1) copy of your approved Official Team Roster must be received by 

August 3, 2007. 
   
 The entry fee for this tournament is $ 275.00 and should have been received by July 27, 2007. 
 
REGISTRATION       Participant check-in is required for all events.  All event registrations take place at Disney’s Wide 
LOCATION: World of Sports® complex.  Signs will direct you to the registration location for your event. 
 
DOCUMENTS Coaches must present a copy of their team roster, including USSF Registration Card ID #’s, along with proof of 
REQUIRED: age for each player. A birth certificate, driver’s license or passport for each participant is required.  A tournament 

representative will compare these items to your Team File.  The Team File consists of your Sports Waiver Forms 
and original approved roster that Disney’s Wide World of Sports® should have received by the deadline on the 
Instruction Sheet.   Document verification will take considerably longer if a Team File is not created in advance of 
your arrival. No entry fee refunds will be given for non-compliance of this requirement. 

 
 
CREDENTIALS: Credentials will be distributed at registration.  To receive credentials, each team must have already paid their 

Tournament Entry Fee and must present their completed Sports Waiver Forms.  To minimize your process time at 
registration, please send this information to Disney Sports Attractions by August 3, 2007.  Coaches may pick up 
credentials for the entire team by providing the proper documents for verification.

received, it must be visible to gain admittance. Credentials are nontransferable. If your credential is lost or stolen, it 
will be necessary to pay a replacement fee.

AGE DIVISIONS:  Men’s Open 
  Men’s Over 30  
  Men’s Over 40 
  Men’s Masters Over 50  
  Women’s Open

AGE  Men’s Open - Players MUST be 18 years of age or older at time of competition (no exceptions). 
RESTRICTION  Men’s Over 30 - Players MUST achieve 30 years of age or older within the calendar year of the tournament. 
BY DIVISION: Men’s Over 40 - 2 players can be 35 years or older at time of competition, all others MUST achieve 40 years 

of age with the calendar year of the tournament.  
 Men’s Over 50 - 2 players can be 45 years or older at time of competition, all others MUST achieve 50 years 

of age with the calendar year of the tournament. 
 Men’s Over 55 - 2 players can be 50 years or older at time of competition, all others MUST achieve 55 years 

of age with the calendar year of the tournament.    
 Women’s Open - All Players MUST be 18 years or older at time of competition (no exceptions). 
   Coed Open – All players MUST be 18 years or older at time of competition (no exceptions).  
 
COMPETITOR  
NUMBERS:  All Teams must have jerseys with numbers (on the back) at least 6” tall. 
 
 
USSF  All Teams in the United States MUST be affiliated with the United States Soccer Federation. 
MEMBERSHIP: All International teams must have written consent from their respective national governing body of soccer to 

participate in Disney’s 7v7 Soccer Challenge IV. 
 
 
 
TOURNAMENT  Your team is guaranteed a minimum of three (3) matches.

WEATHER: The following rain protocol will be observed at Disney’s Wide World of Sports® Complex: 

 
• In the case of lightning or severe rain, all competition will be halted and all guests will be asked to report to 

the Milkhouse or Cracker Jack Stadium.  The competition will resume if the weather clears, or be postponed 
to the following day (in the case of severe weather). 

 
MEDICAL:            A medical area will be stationed near the venue and staffed with licensed personnel.  Emergency Medical Units 

are available during the event in case of emergency.  
 

  In addition, athletic trainers will be available for pre/post treatment.  Taping is free if athletes bring their own tape 
and pre-wrap. Athletes that did not bring their own taping kit and are seeking preventative taping may purchase a 
taping kit (one roll each of pre-wrap and tape) for $3.00 at D-Sports between the hours of 10am-5pm.  The receipt 
is taken to the Trainer to receive the kit and to be taped.  After hours please bring exact change directly to the 
Athletic Trainer to receive your kit.  Additional rolls of tape may be purchased for $1.50.  There is no fee for 
taping related to injuries sustained during competition, IF the injury has been evaluated and logged at the time it 
occurred by the Athletic Trainer. 

 
 
COOLERS:              Guests will not be permitted to carry coolers into the Sports Complex, except as follows: 

• Each guest may bring a single cooler of up to one gallon in size for personal use. Coaches may bring a single 
cooler into the facility of up to five (5) gallons for team use.   

• Guests with special dietary needs, i.e. diabetes, religious requirements, etc., may bring in food for their 
personal consumption. 

• No glass bottles or alcoholic beverages will be permitted.  
• Lockable storage is NOT available to store coolers or other personal belongings. Disney's Wide World of 

Sports is not responsible for personal items that are lost or stolen. 
 
PET POLICY:           Pets or animals, except service animals (Seeing Eye dogs, Hearing dogs, etc.), are not permitted into the Sports
